President.~ and Vice Pre.'lident.s from all 
over New England to share a day of semi­
na1·s, food and dancing. The 25°• and fi­
nal Pre8ident's Ball wa8 held in 1990. 

Jn 1965, lhc Fairs 'N Squares orga­
nized the Thwn and Country Jubilee, 
which drew 3,000 danct'r8 in Bo8ton. 
Also in 1965. the club arranged for the 
Governor to proclaim an official ~Learn 
To Square Dance Week," which bucame 
an annual event.

Stitch 'N' Time From page 24 
thread and it is the cleanest thread I've 
found and the most reasonable priced 
nfthe good threads. 

Lets talk once more about clean­
ing your machine. Little story to tell: 
My Mom was always on my case to 
clean my bedroom and one time she 
brought the wheel barrow and a shovel 
to my bedroom door. Many years later 
!-ihe called a.nd told me her machine 
wasn't running right and ;;he told me 
what was happening when she ran it. 
l knew right away what the problem 
was. ["had a tiny miniature wheel bar­
row and tucked it in my pocket and 
tonk 11ffto her house I opent'd the bob· 

bin case and could have knitted a hat 
with all the fiber in there. I pulled 
out my tiny wheel barrow and my 
trusty tweezers and began the clean 
up. I filled that wheel barrow com­
pletely and then completely oiled the 
machine. I brought my filled wheel 
barrow to my Mom and she laughed 
until the tears fell from her eyes and 
we sat over coffee and reminisced.

to the composing of eulogiel'i and 
tombstone epitaphs_ In fact Mackville­
now Blue Hill- was named for fiddler 
Peter McFarland. 

By the mid 1900's additional 
instruments- primarily thu banjo and 
harmonica- began to appear at 
country dances. One banjo player, 
Thomas "Tommy" Glynn of Portland 
was proclaimed ''The greatest banjoh-1t 
in the world." Al> a child Tommy 
Glynn learned to play on a battered 
one-stringed banjo. Soon he was 
playing at anrl prompting country 
danc.:cs in southern Maine and New 
Hampshire. By the time of his death 
in 1897 he had played to standing 
room only crowds on Keith's Vaorle­
vllle Circuit appearing io Roston, New 
York and other major cities of the 
Northeast. Harmcmic.:a player Charles 
Farrdl, another Portland horn mu:-;i­
chrn, bt•gan his carf'er as an accompa­
nist at l'ountry dallcl'S and ht>came the 
first harmoni<:a plnyer to 11erform at 
Boston's famous Vari('t.y 8how.

ln the lak ninf'teenth and early 
twentieth centuries, Maine produced 
an exceptional number uf fiddlers who 
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perfected their skills prompting at 
country dances. There were Charles 
Reny and Richard Gorey of Westbrook, 
Peter Cordin of Biddeford, who was 
champion fiddler of York County, and 
Charles Stickney or Scarbornugh to 
name but a fow. At the turn of the 
century, Maine was recognized world­
wide for it:; traditional fiddle playiog 
and dancing_ 

In 1926 Lewiston hoslcd a world 
fiddle playing contest. The graod 
prize wa:; the World Championship 
Cup and $1,000. Fiddleni came from 
n!I over the United States as well as 
England, &otland, Ireland and Canada 
to compete. The cup was won by Cyril 
Nolan of Auburn. 

Belfast, in Waldo County, was 
another center or traditional music 
and dance around the turn of the 
century. Jeremiah Whitten, a fiddling 
and dancing prodigy, opened a school 
thPre when he wa;i biuPiy twenty. As 
u child of ten, \Vhittl'n, who had l,,ct~n 
dancing al mnst from the ti mt• h1• could 
walk, [JUH"hased hiH first fiddle for tt•n 
ct•nts. lls ont, string was descri!wd a:-;

ORAL HlSTORY :PROJECT UPDATE 
This Lloyd Shaw Dance Archives 

Oral History Project has turmid into 
quite an undertaking. I havP just sent 
a sort of year t•nd report to all the 43 
leader::; I havt• tape recorded so far. as 
well as the !lO or so people who wPre 
good enough to send a small donation 
to help offset travel expanses. 

This report was primarily a list of 
interviewees a nd a statement of plans 
for t.hl' futun•. Ther<" was 1111 refer­
ence to content of t:hese tapes. 

Durmg the ed.iting process, J found 
a definite cont111uity of thinking. The 
most obvious was that each folt l'X­

tr.emcly fortunate ti) have been in the 
right place at the right t.irne · that was 
to enjoy a hug1·' ~xplosion of interest in 
square dancing around the early l 950's. 
Many became t.he prominent leaders 
by conducing callers schools. irn;l iLut.cs. 
works hops aHd by sprc ~ading the good 
word through their national imd mter· 
national travels. 

Th<.' second most common thread is 
that we have> created our own prob­
lems. Dick Leger - "Too much to learn 
in too little time". Jim Mayo's philoso· 
phy · ·'There are thrt•t> basic charac· 
ter1stics of square dancing ... Sensual, 
Social. and lntdlectual". 

"'Sensual · the ability of dancers to 
"feel" the music. the musical phrase 

and the pure pleasure or dancing, 
*SQdal · tJ1e little things lik1> danc· 

ing mixers, hall decorations. visita­
tions, etc. In other words, more than 
refreshments and greeting at the door. 

*lntellect.ual - the mind games 
we've come to believe i:-: the most im­
portant.. How many ways can we get 
from h1•re to tht•re. In other words 
"Choreography~ . 

We have di=-n1gardud the first, 
turned tl1c second over Lo our dub of~ 
ficers and concentrated almost e ntirely 
on tht! third. 

All agreed t.he activity is dedining 
I.Jut is not dying. Squart• dancing will 
always be aromid. And there will al­
ways lw a place for the Advanced and 
Challt•nge dancer. Nearly all bl·lieve a 
rejuvenation will only t~omc about when 
we dtwulop a program available to the 
occasional dancer· one requiring just 
a few lcsl.'ons. 

Plam> for transcribing thei.;c tapes 
is currently on hold. Hopefully addi­
tional funding and/or outs ide he.Ip will 
appear.

to bceonw a part uf our dancing socil't.v. 

[ am fort u natc t•nough to bt• working 
with ut:lual new dancers who arP 
looking forward to going to Maine in 
April and whu haw bt>Pn tnld that tlwy 
now belong- to thi;; wonderful family of 
squ;1re dam ... •n- that will wdrnme thl'm 
into this family with opt>n h1«1rts and 
arms. Apparently thi,.; is not ,.;o. My 
nl"w Jancns now will find out that thi;; 
bii,:- family that wants them tu attt-nd 
and support these functicms, really 
wants tht'm to be mure learned before• 
al'lually accepting them into the fold.

Bay Path Barn has managed to 
survive, thanks to the efforts of Tom 
and Mary Rinker and h opefully it will 
continue offering various proj.,'Tams for 
Square and Round Dancers in the 
Worcester, Massachusetts area. 

Down the road, about 75 miles, was 
located what was probably the most 
unique operation in the U.S.-- Square 
Acres Square Acre!! was located in 
East Bridgewater. Early pioneer 
caller and businest-1man, Howard 
Hogue and his wifo, Marion, were 
known all over th<> United States 
because of the programs they offered 
at Square AcrC'l:I. Ho,::ie, all he was 
railed by one and all. built this hugc 
rambling structure that featured one 
large hall that was dcdirated to 

Lawrence Loy of U Mass. and one 
smaller hall. I woul<i b'Ut'SS the two 
halls would dance a combined total of 
60 Squares when tht:y wen• full of 
danc('l'I', as they were on most 
Saturday nights. Howewr. t.hat was 
not :111 that made up Square Acre~. 

AH part nf I.he main building, there 
wen' :~ or 4 other smaller halls that 
had clai;..:;es goin~ on all of the time and 
carh class was at a different stage of 
lParning. Bogie had a group ofCal1ers 
that he referred to as WStafT Callen>." 
They taught classe!-1 and conducted 
worhhops in these smaller halls. The 
lir!;t Saturday of each month. Hog1e 
would start a new class. That may not 
be tht> exact time frame, but it is closl'.

perhaps 3 to 5 squares, which would be

To promote these classes. Hogic 
would offer special dances on a 
Saturday night and everyone who 
brought a new couple to take lessons 
would be treated to a roast beef dinner 
or perhaps a chicken barbecue and it 
would be a big party night. You have 
to realize that there was a large 
complete kitchen facility next to the 
main hall and serving 50 to 60 people 
was no big deal for the Hogt1e's. Thest> 
classes would continue throughout the 
year and everyone woulrl show up io 
dance on Saturday night at Square 
Acres. The whole area was next to a 
small lake or pond and Hogie built 
cabins in tht> pines and offered a place 
to stay overnight. 1'his led to Square 
Acrei; offl•rin~ week long dancl:' 
Yacation packages Hogie would hire 
c·allt•n: to do the calling and his ~tatT 
would fot•d and maintain the cabins 
with limm and clC'aning servicl'li. 
Thurc would be dance sessions 
morning. afternoon and evening and 
some of the ~st CilllC'n> from around 
the country would do the calling. 

ln it's ht•yday, there would be 10 
weeks of this program offered each 
summer.

sachusetts, Paul and Gail Deguise, 
Presidents of Concord Coach Square 
Dance Club, New Hampshire and Ron 
Bellerose (past president) gave a very 
interesting talk on class recruitment 
and class retention. Paul, Gail and 
Ron say advertising is a year round 
effort fur attracting new people. Their 
high focus is in February. Some of the 
club and dass members wear T-shirt..~ 
or sweat. shirts with the club logo on 
them to let other people know they are 
square dancers. They also nave long 
sleeve and short sleeve T-shirts. sweat 
shirti:; and prairie skirts for the new 
class members, in a choice of 3 colors 
red, white or bluck. The prairie skirts 
are madt by one of the club members . 
So for a cost ofabout$50 the ladies can 
have T shirts and prairie >ikirts end 
look and feel like square dancers. The 
dub gave tickets to all the class and 
club members and asked them to have 
these tickets with them at all times so 
if ~omeone asks them about square 
dancing they can have them sign these 
tickeb1 and later they can coutact 
the:;e people when square dance 
dasses begin. They have 500 tickets 
priated for $40. Before the classes 
start, the club sent out invitations to 
the people that signed those tickets. 
They also call these peop!e and gave 
them the information about the 
da::;o;es. They might even invite them 
out for pizza before the class begins 
and also go with them to class. They 
start claHse>l with two free fun nights 
and offer cash prizes, but the new 
people have to attend the dasses to 
win the:;e prizes. The club members 
take the new class members on raids, 
retrievals and bus rirlt>f! and make the 
1ww members feel welcome_ Their 

classes started with over 30 people 
and is now down to 20 people which is 
still a good Hi ze class. Even though the 
class has not graduated yet they are 
still very much a part of the club. They 
send the club newsletter to all the new 
class members. The dub has at Least 
40 dancers to go on raids and 
retrievals. You have to support your 
class. Everyone of the Concord Coach 
E-Board members attcud their square 
dance clas:;es. Even some of their A-1 
dancers attend these classes. Invest­
ing money to advertise beginners 
classes on ra<lio and newspapers 
doesn't seem to work. The best way to 
entice new people is by word of mouth, 
hand holding, friend to friend, co­
worker. Have a Oea market and hand 
out tlyers. ~t the word out. If anyone 
you talk to is interested in square 
dancing have them :;ign one of yonr 
tickets . Club members go and support 
the square dance classes because 
that's their obligation. If you don't 
support square <lance classes, the 
classes will fold. And if clubs don't 
hold square dance classes, in time the 
dubs will fold, because _present cluh 
members have been supporting the 
dub for years and are all burned out. 
You neecl new people to take over the 
E-buard duties. A club's purpose is to 
have fun, go out dancing and socialize.

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Stitch N'Time From page 14 
sewing items arc in clear view plastic 
box1•s. I use plastic zip-lock bags for 
ribbons and small incid(•ntals . I have 
a couple of tall wire drawl•rs on wheels 
that when lH'l'ded I wheel it out 
oth1!twi.se it is stored under my cutting 
tablt! . My round accent table with a 
tahl1~ cloth is actually a round large 
type garbage barrel that we made a 
piece uf wood to cover tlw top. I keep 
all n1y summer clothes in there during 
the winter and exchange winter 
dutlws in summer. To s tore your 
ribbons and laces you can recyclf' your 
parwr towel rolls and wrap up your 
ribbons and sl•cure with a pin.

Glossary of 
Sewing Terms 

I thought I would do an 
article on sewing terms that 
are not used very often but do 

come in directions for certain articles of clothing. 
Bar tack - A very short thread 

reinforcement for stress points. Can 
be made by hand or machine . 

BaatinN - Stit.ches used to hold 
toJ,rether temporarily two or more layers 
of fabric. Hint: use different color 
thread. They can be sewn by hand or 
machine and should be large enough to 
see and loose enough to remove easily. 

Bicu - A diagonal line that cuts 
A.CROSS the length and crosswise 
threads or the fabric. Bias cut fabric 
has the greate!:lt amount of stretch and 
flexibility. Stretch always goes 
AROUND the body. 

Binding - Is an edge finished by 
encasing it in a strip of fabric . 

Ccuing -Two layers or fabric sewn 
together to form a tube into which 
elastic or drawi;tring can ix> inserted . 

Ckan Finishing - The treatment 
of a raw edge off a bric SQ it does not fray , 
by using a zigzag stitch or a sergcr. 

Clip - A SMALL snip INSIDE the 
seam allowance along curves to allow 
the fabric to lay flat. 

Detrign Ease - The amount of room 
for movement that the designer 
incorporates into a garment to make it 
comfortable to wear. I add a bit more 
for all my dancing attire. 

Ecuing -Sewing together two layeni 
of fabric of different lengths so that the 
fullness of the longer fabric due.<; nol 
l'!how. Princess .~tyle bodices havt! this a 
lot. Make dips on thl' shonl'T side to fit 
the larger piecp into il. 

Finger Press - Using your thumb 
and index finger instead or an iron to 
flatten a seam. 

Grode - To trim the raw edges of 
seam allowance so that they are 
different widths. It reduces bulk 
along seam line. The narrowest grade 
should be the layer that lies closest to 
your body. 

Heading - Ruffied portion at the 
top of a sleeve to keep it full and puffed . 

In the Ditch Stilching -Stitching 
on the RIGHT side of material in a 
previous seam through all layers. 
Used mostly to secure the underside of 
a waistband or collar. 

Placket - A finished opening used 
to dose a garment, as in the cuff of ;i 
mans shirt. 

Slip Stitch - A barely visible hand 
stitch formed by guiding the ne~dle 
through a folded edge, then pickinK up 
a thread of the fabric underneath. 

Tack - To atlach one ~ection to 
another in small stitches. 

Tuiin Needles - Two needles 
attached to a single shank that is 
inserted into the sewing machine. It 
will sew two rowH of parallel 1:1t.itches_ 
Great for decorative top stitching.

enhance growth in business (or 
recruitment to an activity), the 
personal contact inevitably needs to be 
made_ Advertising can introduce 
business (activity) to the marketplace 
in the abstract, but, in the end, the 
way it deals on<'-on-one with the 
customer wilt drive its success or fuel 
its failure. 

Now that we have heard some of 
the not so good news, let's expound on 
the better news. 

The fact is, advertising in or on the 
mass media can, and should, do some 
wondrous things over time. Ifit didn't, 
there are a lot of businesses spending 
money for nothing. Is AT&T, Sprint or 
MCI going to go out of business? Not 
by a long shot. They put money into 
advertising (investment in the busi­
ness) to compete with each other, 
guaranteeing each a piece of the pie. 
Would L. L. Bean be the business it is 
today without advertising? Advertis­
ing does work ir it is made to work. I'm 
happy that McDonald's and the 
Colonel decided to advertise, for I 
admit to not being the healthiest 
eater! Advertising, if properly 
conducted and placed, can do the most 
important thing it is suppoaed to do: 
help get and retain customers. 

Advertising makes known what is 
being sold (even regarding activities) 
tu targeted markets. If our heritage 
dances are the market, then the 
appeal needs to be to those who are the 
future of the dances. The mass media 
ran more effectively proclaim the 
selling message and make it tremen­
dously easier to approach the public to 
give the activity a shot. Properly done, 
the mass media can project the proper 
image to the public, breaking the 
current erroneous image that so many 
have of the activity. Seeing is 
believing and what we show is what 
they see. Attitude is a little thing that 
make!'! a hi!! world of difference.

Advertising can change attitudes. 
Proper advertising, over time, can 
produce a!ltounding resultA. 

Here is the bottom line. Short term 
advertising, no. Long term advertis­
ing, yes. Ifwc raise the necessary funds 
to advertise (and it's not cheap), 
develop the appropriate understand­
ing of who are our prospects (those who 
are the future of square & round 
dancing), target these prospects, ap­
proach these prospects and deliver 
what we say we have to these 
prospect.M, then our advertising can, 
and should, be expected to make the 
difference between aur.cess and railure. 

The Committee for the Promotion 
of Square & Round Dancing is 
committed to implementing their 
five-year program upon sufficient 
funds raised. They ask that you help 
by accepting a piece of the ownership 
in the campaign. Square and round 
dancing depends on every caller, 
cuer and dancer to uniry and 
teamwork the perpetuation and 
propagation of our beloved activity. 
The Committee believes that there 
can be no business or any caller, cuer, 
president, officer, club or or any 
individual dancer more important 
than the business of recruitment. 
Effective advertising will tremen­
doua1y boost recruitment efforts. 

So many times I have been 
responded to with, "yes, Jim, we need to 
do something". "Yefi" is certainly 
affirmative, however, it is not the key 
word in the statement. "Do" is the key 
word. Not doing nullifies the 
affirmative "yes.~ The sooner the band 
wagon is loaded, the sooner the music 
can be played.

Now, hold on. We·r~ not doom.ped­
dlers. We didn't say that club style or 
western style <or whatever you like to 
call it> wilJ vanish. (We don't like the 
tnms hobby style or N.'r:reational style 
-- too ambiguous.) And yet no one can 
deny the existence of greatly diminish­
ing numbers we've seen in the past 10 
to 20 years. Doom peddlers say we're 
"riding a dying horse.n We've never 
said that.

That's the hl'art of the chungl' 
that's coming. But it's more than that.

Some times the trims on 
square dance outfits can cost 
more than the material for 

the dress itself. Save your scraps from other outfits and use 
for ru:ffies or appliques or neck or sleeve bindings. Rick rack 
sewn in rows or diagonal is pretty as you twirl. Color fast 
ribbons interwoven above the rufile i8 
striking also lace added to a dress 
looks more romantic and feminine. 
Eyelet ruffie or edg1ng creates a more 
country look. Washable paint and 
glitter allows your imagination to run 
in any direction. Decorative or 
embroidery stitches can make it one of 
a kind. Bows can add a bit of innocence. 

Ruilleil can be made narrow or wide 
and sewn in singles or multi layers. 
They can be top stitched on both sides 
and gathered, then top stitch on. A 
narrow row can be added within the 
seam or you can rn;e a rutller 
attachment un your machine. The 
sergers have a foot that you can gather 
your ruffle, attach it U:1 your dress am! 
finish your seam all in one step. 

Rick-rack comes in different widths 
and a rninlXlw of colors. I like the 
wider rick -rack and after I've made my 
skirt I play with the rick-rack and 
create my de:,;ign. 

There is a lot going on with inter 
weaving ribbon. I remember doing 
that making placcrnats when I was a 
girl scout. You could make a belt or 
tbe cumberbun of a dress. 

Purchased laces can be applied at 
the neck line, sleeves, in the gores of 
skirt or the hemline. 

Eyelet rufile always look:; nice sewn 
into blo Lise yokes edging the sleeve and 

into the ruffle on the top and finish off 
the bottom of the rufile with eyelet 
underneath to give the look of a slip. 

Applying washable paint or glitter 
you need to wash the fabric to remove 
sizing and DO NOT use a fabric 
softener. Use your own imagination or 
look in coloring books or magazines for 
ideas and trace them then u:;e a 
transfer pencil to put onto the fabric. 
One of my most complemented shirts 
I've painted for David and George 
came from the cover of a history hook. 

Embroidery stitching - if you have 
patience, and time is not a factor then 
do each gore with a small embroidery 
motif. I love flowers and maybe 
someday I'll do my favorite ont:s in 
the center of an eight gore skirt. If 
you're lucky enough to have a 
machine that does embroidery then 
don't be afraid to be creative. 

The pretty little bow. l lovc bows 
and l have used them to just decorate 
Up a dress and [ have Wied them for a 
purpose. Draw up each gore at the 
seam aml attach a bow to g1ve the 
appearance of a scallop hem. You can 
do the same at a sleeve. Bows are 
pretty at neckline and they cover up 
hooks and eyes, snaps

This 
is accomplished by things as simple as 
greeting visitors at the door as they 
come into a dance, saying good night 
and "thanks~ as people leave, or make 
sure that people are invited to the "af­
t.er-dance gathering" at a local coffee 
:>.hop. Successful clubs are for the most 
part visible in their area, through ban­

the topics of great interest will be a discussion regarding 
adjusting or changing the calls on the current Basic, 
Mainstream and Plus lists. How many, whiCh ones etc.!!! 
Yes. this part of the equation 

may be the reason we don't re­
tain dancers, but it has nothing 
to do with getting new people 
into square dancing. Whether 
we have 20, 50 or 100 calls to 
learn docs not impnct getting 
the new people in the door. These 
are clearly two separate and dis­
tinct issues and they i;hould be 
handled separately. 

How we market ourselves to 
attract non square dancers is 
the biggest problem we cur­
rently face. We should have the 
results of the radio campaign 
conducted on the west coast next 
month. We'll let you know how 
they made out. 

What we do to retain the new 
dancers is a complex issuf.L 
We'll never get 100% retention , 
maybe not even 50%. Making 
it easy for new members to stay 
should be looked at by each 
club. Everyone puts down 
Mainstream, but why? Why 
not ask your club caller to plan 

an evening of dancing usin.g 
only the Basics. We say plan 
because the caller w.ill have to 
do homework before doing that 
dance. It need not be a regular 
dance but a special one for the 
dub members only. It just 
might surprise you how inter­
esting it can be. 

We'll leave it up to you to imag­
ine how to figure out where you 
could go from there. 

Last month we mentioned our 
intent to purchase Amerfr,1n 
Squaredance Magazine, the 
only national and international 
square and round dance maga­
zine. Wt~ll, it is a done deal as 
they say. We are not merging 
either magazine as each bas a 
unique service and must retain 
its own identity. We thank those 
people who have contacted us 
and givt•n us such kind words 
regarding this venture.

When we ta lk. ahout the Gooo Old 
Days, one of the reasons they wer(' so 
good was because we had so many 
duncers aud so much money to work 
with . We were able lo uncfertak(' all 
sorts of programs knowing full well 
we would succeed. Gut'.sl callers 
from all over the U.S. c~me to New 
England tn call for the clubs. lo fact, 
guest caJlers became so popular that 
special clubs were formed that only 
used them. Because the specilll club 
was usually formed by folks who 
danced with other local clubs, they 
would hold the guest caller dances on 
Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday so 
that they would not conflict with the 
local club program, which for the 
most pt1tt was held on Fridny or 
Saturdf.\Y It was great! 

A caller from California or Tex.as 
would come into New England and 
have a regular tou.r hooked well in 
advance_ The itinerary might be as 
follows; Friday - Hartford Club; 
Saturda,y - Bay Path Barn: Sunday -
Albany; Mnnday & Tuesday 
Chicopee, Massachusetts; Wednes­
day - Wenham; Thursday · Ledyard, 
Cono.ect.icut; Friday - Brattleboro, 
VE'rmont; Sat - Rutland; Sunday ~

you would head out to the ne......:t town, 
stopp1ug along the way for lunch and 
fiU up the gas t.ank for 25 or 27fl a 
gallon .

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There appears to be a feeling 
that Mainstream square dancing is 
boring for experienced Pl us pro­
gram dn n cers . Cl ubH everywhere 
tell me they can't draw n crnwd to 
a MS dance. I note, however, that 
the last two Saturday night dunces 
I called were both MS and were 
both well attended in the judge­
ment of the spornwrs. 

I think MS dancing is getting a 
hum rap. It is not boring if it is called 
reasonably well. In fact, a great deal 
more variety is available to callers 
in the MS program than in the Plus 
program. I think dnnccrs nre not 
supportin.g MS dances because they 
can't handle the material. It's not 
thnt it's boring. It's that the danc­
ers are not comfortnble dimcing a 
l<~ULL MS program. 

The consequence of this anti­
Mainstream attitude is that we have 
to teach new clas13es a lot more calls. 
If YOU would support MS dancing 
we could let new graduates dance 
(with you, their friends l without hav­
ing to learn a whole new vocabulary. 

I LIKE to call MS dances - and 

you would have a good time at them 
if you came. If we are ever going to 
build the appeal of square dancing, 
it will have to be by making it easier 
to learn to dance. One obvious way 
to do that is to shorten the list of calls 
a new doncer has to learn before they 
con go out danc:ingwit.h their friends. 

Class danc:es are fun aren't they'! 
l<'un doesn't depend on the number 
of ca!Js you know. 'Iho many of us 
have forgotten nbout any of the joy 
that sqnare dancing offers other than 
being in the square that gets through 
the mm;t. complicated routines. 

As I have said many times be­
fore, when I am dancing to a good 
caller who lets me move with the 
rnusic and not break down, I don't 
even think about the program of 
calls that I'm dancing. I enjoy the 
company of other square dancers. 
The chance to share the experience 
of dancing is n privilege. When the 
number of calls increases or the 
complexity of their use increnses my 
attentiou shifts to completing the 
figure successfully. But that doesn't 
necessarily make it more fun.

tht>mselvcs with lhc Board of 
Education by donating wat.:>r cooh•rs 
and purta hie coat racks to the o;choo\s 
w hcrt' dam·es wert' hl'ld. Snnw c J ubs 
instituted Sdmlar!'hip programs 

within the school syst.em. We were 
all doing great and loving every 
minute of it. nus went on all through 
the late 195U's, '60's and early '70"s. In 
fact, Wt' did just fine until the Arabs 
messed everything up in tile mid '70"s 
by having the first and second oil 
embargoes. N olhing has ever been the 
flame since thrn. I mean NOTHING 
and c;;pecially Square Dancing. 

In m.v opinion, these two occur· 
rences are the root of all of our 
problems in the Squure Dance 
activity. Wr., as dancers and ca Bers, 
blame just about everything we can 
think of for onr declining- attendrince 
and lack of funds. Wl' blame the 
Levels, Advanced dancing, the castnmes 
we wear, tU1>-many senion; dancing, 
Line dancin~, Country and Western 
dancing, TV and, of mun;c, everyone's 
favorite, CALLERLAB. J, personally, 
don't bc!iC'-·e :my of those things.

New England ·is regarded as a 
small area (to the rest of the USA) 
but you could not telJ that by the 
101 caners, many with their part· 
ners, attending the CALLERLAB 
MiniLab held in Portland, Maine, 
in September. Thepassiou(a word 
used by CALLERLAB Chairman 
Jerry Junck} shown and the com­
mitment displayed by the callers 
was something I (Ed) had not seen 
in prior conventions. 

We know square dancing num­
bers have declined dramatically 
over the past several years and 
many proposals have come forth in 
an effort U. help stem this decline. 
There was much discussion over 
the current thinking to possibly 
r~duce the number of calls new 
dancers must learn and how Jong 
they will be learning before they 

begin attending "regular" dances 
or dances designed for new danc­
ers. We can tell you that there is no 
clear direction that came from this 
convention. Many agree that some­
thing has to be done but how to do 
it without effecting current club 
dances is the problem. It just might 
bt~ that we'll have to consider two 
parallel concepts, one that targets 
thenewdancersandwhatwemust 
do to retain them once we get them, 
and two, the dance program for 
existing dubs. 

One thing does appear certain. 
The traveling callers in attendance 
stated more than once that all call­
ers must do their homework. They 
must learn to call good dances us­
ing the Basics and Mainstream 
calls. We agree.

How were w~ able to switch over 
from Eastern to Western and get 
such successful programs going? 
We worked very bard at it and we 
were like Evangelists out preach­
ing a new religion.

We rnn free 
programs anywhere that anyone 
would have us. We worked for 
free at fairs, PTA meetings. 
cuuples clubs, parking lots, tennis 
courts for the recreation depart­
ments and any fraternal organi­
zation that wanted to have an 
evening's entertainment. We 
were there with bells on and 
promoting our next class.

Hillie Bailey is one of the found· 
ing fathers of the modem Western 
square-dance movement 
in New England. Taught 
to square dance by Carl 
Rogers of the University 
of Maine County Exten­
sion Service in 1946, he 
originated the Dedham, 
Maine Folk Dance Club 
in 194-6 and was club 
caller for 33 years. He 
also started the Acadia 
Bells and Buoys, 
Frenchman's Bay Riggers and 
Heart of Maine Squares in the 
1960's, and called at the first Maine 
Square Dance Festival in 1963. 

A true ambassador for our ac· 
tivity, be originated the Interna­
tional Exchange with Nova Scotia 
in which thousands ofMaia.e danc­
ers participated and taught at the 
Nova Scotia Square Dance Ca.mp. 
In 1964-, he pioneered the tradi­
tion, still alive today. ofa Sunrise 
Dance on Mount Desert Island and 

was an invitee to the first Inter­
nationeJ Square Dance Callers 

Convention in 1974- at 
which CALLERLAB 
originated. He called for 
the Canadian Centen­
nial Square Dance in 
1967, and the lOOlh An­
niversary of the Calgary 
Stampede in 1975.

Many evenings, during a program, I feel the need to offer the adults 
the opportunity to do a little couple dancing. Here is an old routine 
that I learned from Lloyd Shaw back in 1957 that is still a crowd-pleaser 
today. And what a "quick-teach" it is. The dance dates back to early 
Arizona and the Southwest. 

MANITOU (Two Step)

Note: An "alternate" during measures 9-16 is to dance forward in semi­
closed dance position for 2 measures, then tum for 2 measures, etc .. 
Also, after learning the pattern, it is not necessary to remain in the 
circle; traditionally, the dancers moved "anywhere in the hall" dur­
ing the dance! Another old variation during measures 9-16 is to 
turn for 2 measures and repeat.

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Some of you have heard about 
proposals being discussed by 
CALLERLAB to change the 
dance programs. There is discus­
sion going on and changes have 
been proposed. NO CHANGES 
HAVE BEEN MADE. None will 
be made unless the CALLERLAB 
membership votes for them next 
April. Even then, no one antici­
pates that any change will hap­
pen before the year 2000. 

I thought it might be helpful 
if you could understand what the 
changes are and why they have 
been proposed. lnllo:hriefsum­
mary they are: 1. 'Tu make the Ba­
sic Progratn ( 49 calls, essentially 
through Circulate) the entry pro­
gram into square dancing; 2. 'Tu 
make the second step a program 
based on about half of the re­
maining MS & Plus calls. Both 
of these would be taught and 
used in the most common ways 
they are now used - we call it 
Standard Applications. The 
third step would be Extended 
Applications for all of the calls 
in the first two programs. 
That means left handed varia-

Since few (if any) callers from 
New England were involved in 
developing these proposals I can 
explain the thinking without 
pointing at anyone here. 

Many callers believe that a 
BIG problem for square dancing 
is that experienced dancers lure 
new graduates into dancing 
PLUS. New graduates from MS 
classes are urged to }earn PLUS 
calls during the summer so that 
they will be able to dance with 
their friends in the club in the 
fall. The result of this is an army 
of dancers who are not able ad­
equately to dance the MS pro­
gram calls. Further, they dance 
the PLUS calls only from the one 
position they were taught and 
some ofthe PLUS calls they don't 
do at all. 

This way of thinking has led 
to the proposal to bring people 
into square dancing with just 49 
calls. They would then be unable 
to dance with existing clubs and 
could spend the whole next sea­
son learning the second step 
calls. They might then be able to 
dance well and callers could of-

tions and less common setups fer more interesting dances. 
like ladies going in on Follow Will this work if it is voted in? 
Your Neighbor. I'm not making judgements yet.

At the ACA meeting in June, the 

board appointed a work task force 
to put the final touches on the 
Twenty Week Square Dance Pro­
gram. This task-force made sug­
gested change<; in the teaching order 
and shortened the list even more. 

The twenty week dance program 
to be called Just Square Dancing 
has 59 calls. This new program can 
be taught in twenty weeks (from 
standard position only). This new 
one floor concept is the result of four 
years of work by ACAand its mem­
bers. The program will be reviewed 
each year. We have documented 
what was being danced across the 
country and we believe that this 
program will start turning the ac­
tivity around. 

Before the inception of the 
multi-level programs, that are not 
working now, we taught the 50 
basics and the extended 25 in 
classes that were two hours for 15 
to 20 weeks. The situation that 
our square dance activity is pres­
ently in demands that we make 
changes, and the changes Must be 
made Now. For change to be 
made, there must be a start and 
ACA is, with this program, mak­
iug a start. We can no longer ask. 
new class members to spend a year 
in class, their life style will not per­
mit this. We can no longer ask 
them to spend that year and have 
no place for them to dance. This

change wi II bring 90 percent of the 
dancers back together on one floor. 
Reunification of our activity is the 
strongest part of tbis change and 
w HI make recruiting new dancers 
and the retention of those dancers 
better, since they will all be danc­
ing together.

Aa l Remember It From~ 5 
and 50i! per student for the upper 
grades. We would split the monies 
evenly between the PJ'A and 
ourselves. At one time, I would 
say 1952, we were teaching as 
many as 600 kids a week. This 
proved to be a great way to get the 
adults interested. At the end of 
the series of lessons, we would 
have a big "Finale" dance. The 
parents would all be invited and 
we would actually conduct a Fun 
Night with the parents ta.king 
part. From this, we were able to 
start at least two clubs. This 
proved to he a much better 
approach for creating interest in 
Square Dance than renting a hall 
and advertising in the newspaper. 

Earlier on, I started to tell you a 
little bit about how our dub 
program started. Our classes 
started with 6 to 10 weeks of 
lessons. Because of new calls, we 
extended the classes to 12 and then 
to 15 and finally to 24 weeks. This 
was just about the limit of time 
available during the sea.son. We 
would then have a graduation and 
take the new people into the club. 

We soon found that there was a 
desire on the part of many 
dancers, to continue the learning 
process. The next step was 
obviously to offer extended work­
i;hops. These really worked 
wonders for our programs. We 
would have so many people 
register, that we would have to 
close enrollment . Thei;e pro-

,Vortheus/ Squarr! Dancer. Nrwembrr 1YfJ7 

grams ran for 30 weeks and the 
monies were paid in advance. 
This posed no problem. 

Everyone wanted to be in­
volved. It seemed that dancers 
who stayed in the program for 
longer than a year or two, were the 
folks who had gone througb one of 
these workshop programs. Th.is 
was not advanced dancing, but 
would be referred to as DBD 
(Dance by Definition) in today's 
excepted language of Square Danc­
ing. These workshop programs 
were built around the Sets In 
Order 75 Basic program and the 
newer calls that were being danced 
in the area at that time. 

It has been fun looking back on 
what has transpired to bring us to 
where we are today. I would guess 
we were far too serious about 
Western Square Dancing and 
ourselves but we were honestly 
trying to do what was right for the 
activity. I never knew a Caller 
who went out to call a dance with 
the intention of driving people 
away from the program. We did 
the best that we could with what 
we had to work with. That 
would include our own talents 
and the abilities of the dancers 
on the floor. I hope you realize 
that Square Dancing was here 
before we came along and, 
hopefully, it will be here long 
after us. Ifwe can just leave the 
Square Dance activity in as 
good a shape as we found it, we 
will have done a first rate job.
